Making the poor and needy inclusive in the poverty reduction schemes
1.There should not be free schemes which make them enjoy the benefit without due contribution that they enter into using it for their own way of living like renting the houses and selling the household goods given to them.

2. The schemes must be designed to involve them with job security, entrepreneurial training and experiential learning to make them take a leap in living standards on their own with the guidance of the governance.

3. The slum clearance and housing schemes are to make them pay back when they settle and earn for themselves to a minimum that they do not indulge in giving them for rent and lead the same life pattern.

4. making them to aspire for a better life style involve them into the schemes to make them successful.
5. All children must be given education in a way that they earn and learn and there will not be drop outs but voluntary inclusion.

8. There must be job opportunities for all in different phases of life as orphans, women with children, women alone, men alone and for family that they feel protected and the schemes designed specifically for them, make them feel secured.
9. Pay and stay shelters with nominal charges and fair facilities as community centres must be there where there are a considerable number of people in below poverty line.

10. The changes are to the mindset and not in availing the facilities. They must be given opportunities to earn and not simply the facilities.

11. There must be saving schemes with high rate of interest to boost them to think of their future secured where most of them live just to pass away every day without any purpose and they must be motivated to aspire and live better with yielding schemes.

12. The schemes must be completely transparent and subjected to continuous monitoring.

13. They must be well connected with the latest happenings around that make them feel confident of themselves.

14. They must be treated with dignity and the schemes must be so designed that they feel proud to be a part of the same.

15. There must be provisions to buy households with interest free loans and partly funded schemes that they have the drive to come up in life.
16. Most of them involve in dangerous and unhygienic work situations that the jobs which demand their health need to be coupled with life insurance schemes designed for them to benefit the target with their contribution linked to that of the employer and the government.

17. There must be counseling centres for proper guidance.

18. They must be well informed of their right that they do not indulge in selling their vote and go for illegal activities for want of money.

19. Cottage industries must be promoted with them which give them regular job and entrepreneurial training too.

20. Nutrition knowledge must be provided to them in adequate that that they can take healthy food from locally available resources with what they earn.

21. They must be aware of common diseases and the related habits.

22. They must be trained to take care of themselves for the common ill health and the children taught with first aid and safety.
23. Most of them ever remain in poverty not because of fiscal resources but of mindless spending of the same in unwarranted activities.

24. Majority of their earning being spent for their addiction to alcohol and gambling, they need to be rehabilitated to come out of the same.
25. They should feel them as a part of the society and their misconduct for want of money, sustaining in the same status reflect on the nation’s image that they should cooperate to all schemes to become successful.
